Grading Scale

Major Grades:
50%

Minor Grades

Late Work

For Major Assessments

One calendar day late: grade can be up to maximum of 90

Two calendar days late: grade can be up to maximum of 80

Three calendar days late: grade can be up to maximum of 70

More than three calendar days late: maximum grade of 60. 

All work must be turned in by the penultimate week of each 6 weeks grading period.
For Minor Assessments

For each calendar day late, 10 points will be deducted.  The student will have until the penultimate week of the six weeks’ grading period to turn in the assessment for a maximum grade of 50.
If the answers for an assignment have already been reviewed in class, the teacher can assign the student a 50 or alternate assignment.

Attempting Mastery / Retests

Students receiving a grade of 79 or below on a test will be allowed to retest to attempt mastery for up to a maximum grade of 80, provided that the student comes in for tutoring.
A student must attend the tutorial and complete the retesting within one week of receiving the grade for the assessment.

Extra Credit
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If offered, extra credit will be related to the course curriculum and offered to each student enrolled in the course.
